I am constantly amazed at how God works, moves, and communicates. Tonight, we started 
Vacation Bible School. The kids are asked this week to be aware of òGod Sightings;ó moments 

where they feel the presence of God or see Him at work. Late last week I had three òGod 
Sightingsó in one day! Rare for me, but it does happen. I believe that if I just pay more attention 

and have my heart right I could see/experience many more. But let me tell you about the three 
experienced on Friday, July 21.  

 First, I was asked to conduct a funeral for Judy Wilsonõs father (Floyd Jenness). These are 
sacred moments where those that morn have the opportunity to be comforted by the Spirit of 

God. It is an honor to watch the Spirit work in moments like this. A friend of mine once told me, 

òas a pastor you get to go into some of the most hopeless situations and offer hope. The great 
news is that once you leave hope gets to stay.ó I say this happend! God Sighting number 1. 

 Second, Friday evening I was contacted by a nurse from the Samaritan Hospital 
Emergency Room. They asked me to come comfort a woman that had just lost her husband. It 

was sudden and tragic, as it is with most deaths in the ER. These kinds of moments in ministry 
are difficult because no words are adequate at times like these. But I have learned to trust that 

presence is a precious gift. The womanõs family was miles away and would not be with her for 
some time. No one should be alone after the death of a loved one. So I went, talked, prayed, and 

sat with her for about an hour. The presence of God was strong and powerful in the words we 
shared and the silence. God sighting number 2. 

 Third, after leaving the hospital I had to run by church to do a couple of small tasks. I had 

a voicemail that was very intriguing. The woman mentioned that she had found our church 
website and has been listening to the sermons. She had been touched by the messages. In 

particular she was interested in the ministry Rev. Mel West spoke about on July 16 while I was 
on vacation. I called the woman back and gave her the details. We had a nice visit and I was 

able to encourage her to serve and use her gifts for the glory of God. I was blown away by how 
God moved prior to that conversation and in the moments we had together. I am interested to 

see the future fruit God will produce from that phone call. I know he is not done. God Sighting 
number 3. 

 All this happened in one day! I am so blessed that God chose me to be a part of each of 
these moments where his grace shined. I pray you have opportunity to see God and be used to 

bring others the light of grace.
